and adoration of almighty God. 

The Office of Vespers, the traditional Evening Prayer of the Church,  
offers to God our praise for the day that is ending,  

and in the words of the Magnificat,  
‘glorifies the Lord’ for His goodness to us.

Rejoice in your hope, be patient in tribulation, be constant in prayer. 

 We pray in silent adoration of the Blessed Sacrament for a short while.

 The reader says: 
My spirit exults in the Lord God, my saviour. 

 All say: 
My soul glorifies the Lord, 
my spirit rejoices in God my Saviour. 
He looks on his servant in her lowliness; 
henceforth all ages will call me blessed. 

The Almighty works marvels for me. 
Holy his name! 
His mercy is from age to age, 
on those who fear him. 

He puts forth his arm in strength 
and scatters the proud-hearted. 
He casts the mighty from their thrones 
and raises the lowly. 

He fills the starving with good things,  
sends the rich away empty. 

He protects Israel, his servant, 
remembering his mercy, 
the mercy promised to our fathers, 
to Abraham and his sons for ever.

Intercessions 

 The Priest says: 
Christ is the shepherd of his flock: he loves and cares for his people. 
We turn to him in trust and say: 
℟  Lord, we need your care. 

 The reader says: 
Christ our Lord, you are the High Priest, — raise up in your Church 
men to serve as holy Priests of your sacrifice and your Sacraments. 
℟  Lord, we need your care. 

 The reader says: 
Christ our Lord, you came not to be served but to serve, — grant to 
your Church true ministers of your name to serve as Deacons. 
℟  Lord, we need your care. 

 The reader says: 
Christ our Lord, you have granted to each to share in your mission, —
draw men and women to that mission as religious Brothers and 
Sisters. 
℟  Lord, we need your care. 



The Lord’s Prayer 

 The Priest says: 
At the Saviour’s command and formed by divine teaching,  
we dare to say: 

 All say: 
Our Father, who art in heaven, 
hallowed be thy name; 
thy kingdom come, 
thy will be done 
on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread, 
and forgive us our trespasses, 
as we forgive those who trespass against us; 
and lead us not into temptation, 
but deliver us from evil. 



Benediction 

 The Priest goes to the altar, genuflects and kneels.  Then this hymn is sung 
during which the Priest incenses the Blessed Sacrament.

 The Priest puts on the humeral veil and blesses the congregation with the 
Blessed Sacrament.

 The Priest says:

the truth of the Lord remains forever.

Let us adore forever this Most Holy Sacrament. 

Reposition of the Blessed Sacrament 

 The Priest stands and returns to the altar and reposes the Blessed Sacrament in 
the tabernacle and genuflects.
